DLT KICKS OFF 2010-11 SEASON
And MEMBERSHIP CAMPAIGN

Duncan Little Theatre, through the assistance of the Oklahoma Arts Council and
the Simmons Center Community Spirit Award, has announced a new season and patron
membership drive.

Duncan Little Theatre will begin the 2010-11 season with the popular “Evening of
Shorts”, an evening of new short plays for adults with our dessert laden intermission. This
is a great opportunity to see one act plays that have not been produced often as well as
DLT’s way to honor new playwrights and offer an unusual but entertaining evening.
Performances will be at 7:30 p.m. on September 17 and 18th, 24 and 25th, 2010 at the
Marlow Opera House, and at 7:30 p.m. on October 2" atthe Asbury Center in
Comanche.

At the Simmons Center on November 12th, 13th, 19th and 20th, 2010 at 7:30 pm.
will be “Steel Magnolias.” In this heartwarming story set within the confines of a beauty
shop, the lives of 6 women are played out in a touching and poignant tale that reveals the
interactions of 3 generations of women. Often humorous and sometimes heartbreaking,
the story draws the audience in to the complex issues that women face as they struggle to
raise a family and stay connected.

Several guest artists will help DLT to produce “Footloose.” on February 18th, 19th,
25th, 26th, 2011. Itis a delightful Broadway musical which challenges the moral values of
a small town that is very strict in its interpretation of what is good for teenagers and what
is not. The catalyst of a new high school senior from another city shakes things up in this
rollicking story of first love and the possibility that just because things are done differently
doesn’'t mean they are done badly. The characters learn valuable lessons about life and
love with dance as the vehicle of instruction. Performances are at the Simmons Center at
7:30 pm and are sure to delight audiences of all ages.

To close the season, Duncan Little Theatre will perform at 7:30 pm at the
Simmons Center, “The Dark at the Top of the Stairs,” on April 8th, and 9th, 15th, and 16th,
2011. A guest director will reveal the family history of a very dark household without ever
leaving their living room. This is a serious play that deals with the issues of wife and child
abuse as well as teen suicide and sexual values.

Each July, Duncan Little Theatre holds Teen Theatre, a workshop for teens in 6"
through 12" grades which culminates in a production including all participants. Itis a
wonderful opportunity for local youth to learn about all aspects of live theater. This
summer’s production was “Shakespeare Goes to Gravel Gulch.” Patrons and season
ticket holders are encouraged to attend next summer’s production to be announced.

Duncan Little Theatre originated as an activity of the American Association of
University Women (AAUW), which began performing plays in the 1950's. After a period of
inactivity, a group of citizens reformed Duncan Little Theatre in 1981 and DLT was
incorporated as a 501 (c) (3) not-for profit organization. DLT was also a founding member
of the Oklahoma Community Theatre Association. A few years ago, DLT purchased a
building at 824 W. Main in Duncan, becoming a part of the Main Street community. The
facility allows DLT to house the Costume Shoppe, which provides costumes for rent and
gives us visibility in the community. It also provides a place at no additional cost in which
to hold rehearsals and other events. In 2005, a building on Willow was added to house
props and set supplies as well as to provide a place to design and build sets.

Duncan Little Theatre relies on the support of patrons and season ticket holders to
continue to provide quality live theater to the Duncan area. Contributions to DLT are tax
deductible and the purchase of a season ticket is a great value. There is a Patron level for
everyone.
